	Project description: transnational issue the project intends to deal with (max 500 characters)

The issue regarding ‘cultural landscapes’ and which strategies to develop in order to maintain them in a sustainable way emerged in the last years as a key topic for the Alps: terraced agricultural landscapes are particularly significant for their large spread throughout the Alpine region and the risk of abandonment they are facing. Such a widespread problem, causing consequences like biodiversity loss, reduction of productive land, increasing geological hazards, loss of a rich ethnographical heritage, is so severe to deserve the attention of international organizations like UNESCO and FAO.


	Main objectives (max 500 characters)
ALPTER 2 project  aims at supporting a wide-spectrum, large-scale re-vivifying action for terraced agricultural areas, starting from the application of the studies developed in the previous period. The main action regards the starting up of an agency, supporting their maintenance and promoting their tourist and productive value. The integration of agrarian and tourist activities actually emerged as the main way to sustain both the inhabitants and the landscape: this sinergy among different economic sectors will be implemented on small and large scale, to prompt effective example of recoveries and provide support to the organizations dealing with terraced sites.


	Envisaged Outcomes (max 500 characters)
The Project will establish an “Agency for the terraced cultural landscapes of the Alpine arc”, which will keep in touch all of the organizations involved in countearcting the abandonment of these areas, such as administrative bodies, research institutes and so on). A good starting point is the already established ‘ALPTER Network for terraced areas’, counting more than 100 members. This structure will provide a range of facilities and services, such as: common tourist promotion of terraced areas (through the establishment of a common, international system of tourist accommodation, linked to the main networks regarding tourist supply), common promotion of local products, publication of handbooks on recovering and cultivating terraced sites,organization of events. The concept this idea is based on is the ‘integrated territorial management’, i.e. the co-operation involving various economic sectors through a partnership among the institutions. These synergies will be activated starting from the recovery and management of some pilot areas, which will act as good practices for spreading the most proper recovery techniques and management models, as well as promoting the usage of sustainable technologies.
